Overflowing with 
words or feelings;

syn.:  enthusiastic

profuse ïadj.  
Plentiful; abundant                            
syn.:  bounteous

The new assistant was 
intimidated by the 
profuse paperwork that 
had to be completed by 
the end of his first day on 
the job.



solv:  from Latin SOLVERE, 
SOLUTUM  ñto loosen, to solveò

resolute ïadj.  Determined; steadfast 
syn.:  unshakeable

Mountain climbers 
must be resolute 
and fearless.



dissolute ïadj.  
Devoted to sensual 
pleasure; lacking moral 
restraint  syn.:  
dissipated; decadent

Anyone 
exhibiting 
dissolute 
behavior was 
believed to be 
possessed by 
Satan himself.



insoluble ïadj.  
Impossible to solve 
or fix syn.:  
puzzling
